Awards:  Ribbons will be awarded for 1st through 3rd in each jump height of each class. Qualifying ribbons will be awarded to all dogs receiving a Qualifying score. Dogs may receive placement ribbons without qualifying. Fast track dogs will only get Qualifying ribbons at the Beginner/Games I and Intermediate/Games II levels.  We will also award title ribbons to dogs who gain a new title (one per dog per weekend).  In addition, we will award one “Run Fast, Run Clean Super Star Dog Award” in each of Beginner, Intermediate and Superior classes.  This award will be presented for the dog that runs a qualifying, clean standard run the greatest percentage below standard course time.

Running order in Standard; Superior, Intermediate then Beginner; starting with 4” dogs  followed by 8”, 12” & 16” dogs on both days. Running order in Games; Game III, Game II then Game I; starting with 4” dogs followed by 8”, 12” & 16” dogs on both days.  Games where all levels can be run together will run by height.

Judging will start at 10:00 AM on Saturday and 9:00 AM on Sunday.  Be there early if you need to be measured.  Day of trial entries close at 9:30 AM on Saturday and 8:30 AM on Sunday.
Trial Site:  Indoors on dirt.  Dogs must be kept on leads at all times when not in the ring or in warm up area. No flexi leads allowed.

Height Division
Owners are responsible for entering the proper height division. Judges reserve the right to measure dogs entered in any trial. At the handler’s option, dogs may be entered in a higher height division, but not in a lower than their proper height division. Dogs that run in a height division lower than their division will be eliminated. A judge must measure provisional dogs.

4” jump height - restricted to dogs measuring 8 or less at the withers; or dogs with a jump height exemption measuring 12” or less
8” jump height - restricted to dogs measuring 12” or less at the withers; or dogs with a jump height exemption measuring 15” or less.
12” jump height – restricted to dogs measuring 15 or less at the withers; or dogs with a jump height exemption measuring 17” or less. 

16” jump height – restricted to dogs measuring 17” or less at the withers.

Special provisions are made for the dogs that are long-backed, or dogs whose depth of chest is greater than his leg length or veteran dogs.
E1 - Long backed dogs – The long-backed dog would be based on the measurements of the dog from the front of the chest to the back of his rear compared to the measurement of the dog’s height at the withers. As a rule of thumb, if the dog’s length is 150% or greater than the height measurement, the dog would qualify for this exemption.

E2 - Weight to length provision (by structure, not obesity) – This exemption should be limited to certain breeds that have a propensity for weight that is greater than their height if you compare pounds to inches.
E 3 - Dogs with dwarfish legs/deep chest dogs – This exemption is granted to dogs whose leg to shoulders height ratio is 1/3 or less of the dog’s overall height. The exemption for dog’s with dwarfish legs in based on the measurement of the dog’s withers height, when that height is 150% or greater than the measurement of the space from the floor to chest.
Veteran - A jump height exemption (next lower height) will be granted to veteran dogs. A veteran dog is a dog at least 7 years of age. There is no special system of titling for veteran dogs.

A dog also may be given a waiver to jump at a lower height even though he does not meet any of the criteria for a jump height exemption. A waiver will be given to a dog for extraordinary circumstance. Dogs given a waiver to a lower jump height will be able to earn qualifying legs and all TDAA titles.

All dogs without a height card must be measured.

Entries close at 6:00 p.m. August 10, 2011. We will accept same day entries; there will be a $10.00 additional charge for each day.  Entries will not be accepted without fees. No entries will be accepted which require a signature for delivery. All entries must be submitted on official TDAA Agility Entry Form, one dog per entry form.  Photocopied entries without the TDAA agreement are NOT acceptable. Unsigned, incomplete or illegible entries are NOT acceptable and cannot be entered in the trial. Faxed entries and/or credit cards cannot be accepted. Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee. The Trial Secretary will add a $25.00 service charge for any returned checks. Subsequent returned checks from the same exhibitor may result in their being put on a CASH ONLY basis.  Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, or barred from competition by action of the Trial Committee.  No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot be opened or completed by reason of riots, civil disturbance, fire, and act of God, public emergency, and act of public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.  Bitches in season are not permitted in the trial. The club will refund all but $5.00 per run of the entry fee for bitches unable to compete for that reason. The Trial Secretary must receive written notification from a Veterinarian of such claim for refund by letter (not email) by the first day of the trial.
A copy of your TDAA height card must accompany your entry form.   If you do not have a TDAA height card your dog must be measured.

Class Information

Standard class

Beginner Agility – All dogs shall be eligible for participation in this class. 

Intermediate Agility - Only dogs that have earned the Teacup Beginning Agile Dog (TBAD) shall be eligible for participation in this class.

Superior Agility – Only dogs that have earned the Teacup Intermediate Agile Dog (TIAD) shall be eligible for participation in this class.

Games Class

Games I – All dogs shall be eligible for participation in this class. 

Games II – Only dogs that have earned the Games I (TGI) shall be eligible for participation in this class.

Games III – Only dogs that have earned the Games II (TG2) or Games III (TG3) shall be eligible for participation in this class.

FEO (For Exhibition Only) runs will be allowed.  Teams running FEO will have a maximum of 1.5 times the standard course time in the ring.  The dog may be on a leash as long as the handler is careful not to get it caught on any obstacles while in the ring.  Teams may not repeat any contact obstacles (no training allowed) while running FEO.

Move Ups will be allowed.  Dogs may be moved up to a higher class at the request of the owner as a result of the dog qualifying for an agility title. The request for moving up must be made to the Trial Secretary not later than Wednesday, July 28, 2010 for pre-entered dogs.  Move ups will also be accepted during the trial for titles earned during the trial.  The trial secretary must be notified prior to the requested move up during the trial.  All move-up entries are subject to availability of the class and payment of any difference in entry fee. 
Fast Track

Titles may be grandfathered from other organizations on a “Fast Track” basis. A dog with a higher title from another organization may move up on the same day to the next level of TDAA competition with a qualifying score. It is possible to move up from Beginner to Superior on the same weekend, if the dog qualifies first in Beginner, and then qualifies again in Intermediate. 

A dog moving up on the Fast Track will not be eligible for placement within the class that he received the qualifying score.  The Fast Track does not entitle the dog to earn those titles in TDAA which are being passed through.
